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It was on the Feast of the Immaculate Conception (then celebrated on December 9) that Our Lady of Guadalupe, patroness of the unborn and of the Americas, first appeared to St. Juan Diego.  The National Night of Prayer for Life bridges these two feasts to honor Our Blessed Mother and to pray for restoration of a sense of Sanctity for all human life.  

We ask each parish to join in praying on this holy occasion.
